105-a 

with implementation modern combined-cycle technologies (2nd stage of reconstruction) (0.47 million US dollars), 

construction of the boiler house at RUE “GrodnoEnergo” for heat supply of the residential sector in Smorgon 

(1st stage) (1.17 million US dollars). 

The aforementioned financial contribution constitutes an integral part of the initial financing package of the 

said UNDP/GEF Project and will be managed by the Ministry of Energy of the Republic of Belarus and respective 



subordinated state organizations.
