t would [ike to inform you that in paralle! with the implemeantation of the GEF project "Capacity bullding for
Emission Trading and Strengthened MRV in the Republic of Belarus”, UNDP will implement the project
“EU4Climate” funded by the European Union. The latter project will be implemented in 2019-2022 and aims
to support the development and implerientation of climate-related policies by the Eastern Partnership
countries including Belarus which contribute to thelr low emission and climate resilient development and
their commitments to the Parls Agreement on Climate Change.
